Individuals under 12 years of age

Severely immunosuppressed individuals as defined in Chapter 28a Green book:
Individuals with primary or acquired immunodeficiency states due to conditions including: 
acute and chronic leukaemias, and clinically aggressive lymphomas (including Hodgkin’s lymphoma) who are less than 12 months since achieving cure 
individuals under follow up for a chronic lymphoproliferative disorders including haematological malignancies such as indolent lymphoma, chronic lymphoid leukaemia, myeloma, Waldenstrom’s macroglobulinemia and other plasma cell dyscrasias (N.B: this list not exhaustive) 
immunosuppression due to HIV/AIDS with a current CD4 count of below 200 cells/μl.

certain combination therapies at individual doses lower than stated above, including those on ≥7.5mg prednisolone per day in combination with other immunosuppressants (other than hydroxychloroquine or sulfasalazine) and those receiving methotrexate (any dose) with leflunomide in the previous 3 months
Individuals who have received a short course of high dose steroids (equivalent >40mg prednisolone per day for more than a week) for any reason in the previous month.

Provide self-care advice as detailed on the NHS website  including:
Paracetamol and ibuprofen (over the counter) can be used for pain and/or fever (where appropriate). (For further information see: NICE CKS - Mild to moderate pain and NICE CKS - NSAIDs-prescribing issues).
Little evidence that nasal saline (salt water) or nasal decongestants (over the counter) help relieve nasal congestion, but individuals may want to try them. [Water used should be boiled and cooled, sterile, distilled or filtered (using a < 1micron filter)] as described in CDC - How to Safely Rinse Sinuses
No evidence to support the use of oral decongestants, antihistamines, mucolytics, steam inhalation or warm face packs for this indication.

Individuals where treatment is not indicated: 
Advise acute sinusitis is usually caused by a virus, can take 2–3 weeks to resolve, and most people will get better without treatment.
Where intranasal steroids are unlikely to of benefit: provide self-care advice as detailed on the NHS website
Advise individual/carer/parent/guardian to seek medical help if symptoms worsen rapidly or significantly or if they do not improve after 3 weeks
Refer urgently to a prescriber for further assessment if:  
Individual is severely immunosuppressed or immunosuppressed
Systemically unwell, but not showing signs or symptoms of sepsis
Possible cancer suspected: 
· Unilateral (one sided) polyp or mass or bloody nasal discharge present
· Persistent unilateral symptoms, such as nasal obstruction, nasal discharge or nosebleeds, crusting or facial swelling
Individuals where treatment under this PGD is not indicated/permitted but upper respiratory symptoms are present and require further assessment
Refer urgently to A&E for further assessment if:
Signs of a more serious illness or condition (e.g. intraorbital (within the eye) or periorbital (around the eye) complications: such as periorbital oedema (swelling) or cellulitis, displaced eyeball, double vision, ophthalmoplegia (paralysis/weakness of the eye muscles), or newly reduced visual acuity (reduced vision)
 Signs of intracranial complications such as swelling over the frontal bone, symptoms or signs of meningitis as detailed on the NHS website , severe frontal headache or focal neurological signs).
If sepsis or serious complications are suspected refer the individual urgently to A&E
For children: see Healthier Together guidance (rhinosinusitis/persistent runny nose) for further information on appropriate signposting and parent information sheets.

	Fluticasone furoate 27.5 micrograms/dose nasal spray is not licensed for the treatment of sinusitis but use for this indication and at this dose is supported by NICE guidance. – NG79 Sinusitis (acute): antimicrobial prescribing

Temperature variations
Medicines should be stored according to the conditions detailed in the Storage section below. However, in the event of an inadvertent or unavoidable deviation of these conditions the pharmacist must ensure the medicine remains pharmaceutically stable and appropriate for use if it is to be issued.

The responsibility for the decision to release the affected medicines for use lies with the pharmacist.

	Dose and frequency of administration
	Children 12–17 years and adults: 
Two actuations (27.5 micrograms/actuation) in each nostril twice daily (total dose 110 micrograms twice daily)

	Children 12-17 years and adults:
Appropriately labelled pack of 1 x 120 spray nasal sprays.
 Ensure a minimum of 112 actuations of 27.5 microgram/actuation is supplied.

	Duration of treatment
	14 days

	Stock must be securely stored according to organisation medicines policy and in conditions in line with the  product  SmPC which is available on the EMC website

	The BNF states that interactions do not generally apply to corticosteroids used for topical action (including inhalation), however co-administration with the CYP3A inhibitors listed below is not permitted under this PGD.

Fluticasone furoate nasal spray must not be supplied to any individual concurrently taking (potent (strong) CYP 3A4 inhibitors) including:
Clarithromycin
Itraconazole
Ketoconazole
Posaconazole
Ritonavir
Cobicistat 
Voriconazole
Goldenseal
Any other cytochrome P450 3A4 inhibitor (for further information recommended resources include:
· Indiana University School of Medicine Drug Interactions Flockhart Table™
· Mayo Clinic Labs Pharmacogenomic Association Table)

	Identification and management of adverse reactions
	A detailed list of drug interactions is included in the SmPC which is available on the EMC website or the BNF 

The following side effects are listed in the product SPC or BNF as very common or common with intranasal fluticasone (or other intranasal steroids) (but may not reflect all reported side effects):
Epistaxis
Headache
Throat irritation
Nasal ulceration
Dyspnoea
Altered smell
Altered taste

Severe adverse reactions are rare, but anaphylaxis as detailed on the NHS website (delayed or immediate) has been reported and requires immediate medical treatment.

In the event of a severe adverse reaction, the individual must be advised to stop treatment immediately and seek urgent medical advice.

Systemic absorption may follow nasal administration, particularly if high doses are used or if treatment is prolonged. Therefore, also consider the side-effects of systemic corticosteroids.

	Management of and reporting procedures for adverse reactions
	Healthcare professionals and individuals/carers are encouraged to report suspected adverse reactions to the MHRA's Yellow Card Scheme [follow organisation policy (include link and any further detail required)]
Record all adverse drug reactions (ADRs) in the individual’s clinical record.

It is considered good practice to notify the individual’s GP in the event of an adverse reaction.

	Written information to be given to individual / carer /parent or guardian

	Individual advice / follow up treatment

	Explain the dose, frequency and method of administration including how to use the nasal spray as shown in the BSACI SOP – How to apply a nasal spray
The individual/carer/parent/guardian should be advised to read the PIL.
Ensure individual/carer/parent/guardian is informed that the individual should NOT sniff immediately after using the nasal spray to ensure the administered dose is retained locally
Advise individual/carer/parent/guardian to seek medical advice if the individual develops any blurred vision or other visual disturbances during treatment as per MHRA/CHM advice - Corticosteroids: rare risk of central serous chorioretinopathy with local as well as systemic administration
Advise individual/carer/parent/guardian to seek medical advice if individual develops any red flag symptoms (e.g. intraorbital (within the eye) or periorbital (around the eye) complications: such as periorbital oedema (swelling) or cellulitis, displaced eyeball, double vision, ophthalmoplegia (paralysis/weakness of the eye muscles), or newly reduced visual acuity (reduced vision), intracranial complications such as swelling over the frontal bone, symptoms or signs of meningitis as described on the NHS website, severe frontal headache or focal neurological signs).
Advise individual/carer/parent/guardian to seek immediate medical attention (by calling 999 or going to A&E) if the individual develops signs or symptoms of sepsis as described on the NHS website
Advise individual/carer/parent/guardian to seek medical help if symptoms worsen.
Advise individual/carer/parent/guardian to use/give the medication at regular intervals and to finish the course even if symptoms improve.
The individual/carer/parent/guardian should be advised to seek medical advice in the event of an adverse reaction or if any other new symptoms develop.
Note: nosebleeds associated with treatment are generally self-limiting, mild in severity and have only been reported for treatment durations longer than permitted under this PGD.
If a dose is missed, advise to refer to PIL supplied with the product
Advise individual/carer/parent/guardian to return any unused medicines to a pharmacy for disposal: do not dispose of medicines in the bin, down the sink or toilet.
